En 1706, pendant la guerre de Succession d’Espagne, Louis XIV conscient de la position
stratégique de ce nid d’aigle, point d’observation située entre La Turbie et Villefranche-sur-
Mer, ordonne sa destruction sur les recommandations du ministre de la guerre.
Une partie des ruines existantes correspondraient aux citernes du chiteau.

A la Belle Epoque, les premiers touristes profitent de la vue et du charme des lieux,
quelques arbres poussent méme sur le sommet.

I t does not remain today that some ruins of the imposing castle built at the top of the rock
of Eze. It was built in the second part of XIle century by the family of Eze when the
village still belonged to Provence. After the fastening of Eze at the House of Savoy in 1388,
the dukes of Savoy adapted the fortifications to progress of artillery.

To keep it, the counts of Provence then the dukes of Savoy rested on valorous officers and
of experiment called "Castellans". They were named for one year and lent the oath to
maintain the castle and to prevent that it is taken by the enemy.

In 1706, during the war of succession of Spain, Louis XIV conscious of the strategic
position of this eyrie, not of observation located between Turbie and Villefranche-on-Sea,
its destruction orders on the recommendations of the Minister for the war. A part of the
existing ruins would correspond to the cisterns of the castle.

At the Beautiful Time, the first tourists benefit from the sight and of the charm of the
places, some trees push even on the top.
